• Valid Washington State Driver’s License (or must be obtained prior to start date of

employment)
• Successful completion of CPAT physical agility test within the last six months

• One or more years of experience as firefighter/EMT (volunteer or paid position)
• Working knowledge of Island geography, street addresses, structures, and government

agencies
• Working knowledge of Department emergency operations and standard operating

guidelines
• Has good mechanical/technical aptitude and abilities
